	Quality teaching
	Though our curriculum we offer a wide range of inclusive learning styles, where tasks are broken down into smaller chunks. Learning and work is modelled and practical resources are used to support pupils learning. Clearly differentiated learning is provided to all pupils, this is either by task, outcome or adult support. Key vocabulary and links to prior knowledge are used to facilitate and support pupils. Assessment is a process that happens daily. Opportunities to assess and review learning are fully embedded across school and teachers are very aware of the pupil’s abilities and next steps. We use Pixl, summative assessment, termly from year 2 to support the use of teacher’s formative assessment in school. Classroom rules are clear and behavior management strategies such as dojo’s, stickers and awards are given out weekly.
